Also remember
Matthew is an intelligent man, his job as tax collector was important for people in that time, but this
did not hold him down from where his heart has been calling, as majority people when the Lord calls
will not leave everything behind; and the work that time was work without payment.

The main purpose for the Gospel of Matthew was to show the plan of the
Lord for humans. He quotes things from the prophets that no one knows only the Lord who showed
it to him. As you read the gospel, you should notice that he quotes the manuscript that is older than
his generation and it is not written down for common people to read. Some quotes he put, as his
work on earth as tax collector, he would not have a chance to study those work unless the Holy Spirit
has revealed them to him.
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
